If scheduling an
appointment with your physician, please request a Mantoux T.B. test and ask for a signed statement of the
results; this form may be used to report the results.

2. An appointment will need to be scheduled in advance. Contact 216.687.3649.

3. After the test is administered, you will need to return to Health and Wellness Services 48
hours later for the results to be read. (For example: if the test is administered on Monday, the
student will need to return on Wednesday). CSU Health and Wellness Services are located at

4. Thereis a $10.00 fee for each test given.
