Ohio EPA Requirements & Community
IDDE Commitments

E Map storm water system.

E Include home sewage treatment systems.

E Regularly inspect outfalls for dry weather flow.

& Determine sources & eliminate dry weather flows.

E Adopt regulation prohibiting illicit discharges
and providing authority to implement
enforcement procedures and actions.

& Inform public about hazards of illicit discharges.

Model Ordinance Components

& Whereas:
» Establishes legal authority.
> Developed for incorporated communities.
B Purposes:
> Prohibit illicit discharges and illegal connections to MS4.
> Establish legal authority to inspect, monitor, and enforce as

necessary to eliminate illicit discharges and illegal
connections.

& Applicability: Residential, commercial, industrial, or
institutional facilities discharging to the M54.

& Responsibility for administration: The Community, may
contract with Board of Health to conduct inspections and
monitoring, and assist with enforcement.

Authority to Implement
IDDE Regulation

E Municipalities:
» Adopt model.
» May have existing codes prohibiting non-storm water flows in M54,
Generally older codes, nuisance based, do not list exempted
discharges, and do not establish inspection programs.

E Counties:
» Adapt regulation at the County level to assist townships and clarify role
of the heaith department.

E Townships:
» Work with County to adopt regulation.

> Do not adopt illicit discharge and illegal connections resolution through
zoning.

Discharge and Connection
Prohibitions

& Prohibits illicit discharges: Any non-storm
water discharge to the MS4, except those
specifically exempted.

i :

E Prohibits illegal connections: Any
conveyance that allows illicit discharge to
enter MS4.

Exemptions from Illicit
Discharge Prohibitions

u Listed dry weather flows in Phase II rules,
including:
= Springs.
»> Ground water.
> Air conditioning condensate.

& Dischar rges fi Qmm_d_ﬂllﬁ[g_ﬂg_OJ
sewage treatment systems, provided:
* Permitted by current Board of Health regulations.

> Get permit coverage when Ohio EPA issues NPDES permit
for residential 1, 2, or 3 family dwellings.
