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Ohio NPDES Phase Il program

- 280 governmental entities (in Ohio)
required to obtain storm water “permit
coverage.”

« Allows the community’s storm sewer system
to discharge into public water bodies under
the conditions stated in the permit.

Why is this important?

« It will cost you and developers more to fix
it than to do it right the first time.

« Flooding
« Erosion damage

Why is this important?

Restrictions on fish and wildlife consumption
Beach closings
Fish tumors, etc.

Pollution (sediment from construction sites, oil and gas
washed from parking lots, grass clippings, etc.)




Community Responsibilities

MApply for a permit by completing and filing a
form, called a Notice of Intent, with the Ohio
EPA (March 20083).

MDevelop and implement a program (storm
water management program or SWMP) to
address storm water pollution getting into
“waters of the State” through the municipal
separate storm sewers. (March 2003)

What is a Storm Water
Management Program (SWMP)?

* How your community will prevent pollutants from being
dumped directly into storm sewer system or from being
washed by storm water and discharged into local water
bodies.

= A SWMP is required to address
- Public Education and Outreach on Storm Water Impacts
= Public Involvement/Participation
— lllicit Discharge Detection and Elimination
— Construction Site Storm Water Runoff Control
— Post-Construction Runoff Control
