At least one member of the dissertation committee must be from outside of the
unit awarding the degree. The outside member must hold Graduate Faculty status; or be approved by the Graduate Dean. Both

master’s thesis and doctoral dissertation committees may have additional members beyond the minimum of three persons. Tobe a
a voting member, the additional person(s) must have Graduate Faculty status. Committee members not holding Graduate Faculty
status may serve as non-voting members of the committee.
